rom the founding of the Federation in
F 1919 the central theme of our teaching

has been to proclaim God’s great
purpose for the People of the Book in their
history and Destiny. The Kingdom of God
upon Earth is central fo the unfolding history
contained in the Bible divided as it is intfo
two testaments, or covenants, made with
God'’s Israel people being separated for
service as an example or servant people.

There is a wonderful continuity in these two
covenants for the people called by God
to establish a righteous civilization among
the nations in observance of God’s Divine
Law. It is a continuity revealed in the great
story of redemption for a people whom
God loved as His national bride - but loved
so much that He was willing fo give His only
begotten Son as a sacrifice to atone for
their national tfransgression. This, that they
might be restored once more as the wife
of Jehovah to lead the nations in peace.

It is this vision of confinuity in God’s great
plan that is tragically missing from the
Gospel of the Kingdom as it is preached in
our churches today - if indeed the Bible
and the Kingdom message are preached
on at all any more. “Where there is no vision,
the people perish” is the warning given in
Proverbs 29:18 by King Solomon.

In order fo bring attention to this enormous
lack of biblical teaching about the Kingdom
of God, we are launching a new
publication in 2009 under the title The
Continuing Kingdom of God Upon Earth,

and subtitled: Without doubt - The Greatest
Love Story of All Time. This publication will
be made available as a free booklet with
an attractive cover for distribution among
friends and contacts. The Kingdom story is
followed in brief readable sections as a
history in continuity and covers the usual
points raised by those Christians schooled
in replacement theology.

What a wake up call
is coming for the shepherds of the flock
when the Lord does indeed come into His
Kingdom upon Earth and actually takes up
the Throne of David in our midst. And yes
- in case you were in any remaining doubt
as to the identity of the enthusiastic lady,



She was always giving
away our publications and it is sad she will
miss the new publication which is now
about to be issued.

The Opportunity We

Now Have

This year marks the 90th year in the life of
the Federation which we infend to mark
with a series of events starting with a special
weekend gathering in London during May.
The actual anniversary day from the
inaugural meeting in 1919 is 3rd July, which
this year marks a period of thirteen years
from the statement made in the House of
Commons that the Coronation Stone - the
Stone of Destiny and symbol of God’s House
and Kingdom upon Earth - was to be
removed from Westminster Abbey and
returned to Scotland.

At 7.00 am on 14th November, 1996, the
48th birthday of HRH Prince Charles, the
Prince of Wales, the Stone was duly
removed from its 700-year-long historical
setting in the Coronation Chair to begin its
journey to Edinburgh Castle. This event
recalled the previous brief illegal removal
of the Stone at Christmas 1950, when it was
taken back to Scotland. In a remarkably
short fime afterwards, in March 1951, our

book Stone of Destiny was published by
the Covenant Publishing Company.

Now, after much work in checking and
referencing, the long-awaited second
edition of Sfone of Destiny is ready for sale.
There is a new chapter on the significance
of the return of the Stone to Scotland. Also,
apart from the cover, you will be interested
to know that the production of the book is
being conducted in-house under our new
print-on-demand technology and
machinery.

Moreover, we are enormously pleased to
announce that our new professional film,
entitled Our Christian Heritage, is now
available on DVD and is being advertised
in a catalogue with a circulation of 30,000,
This film is a soft approach to the British-
Israel message linking the Palestine
Campaign of 1917 and the miracle of the
deliverance of Jerusalem with the first
century coming of Christianity into the British
Isles. We have included a special leaflet
about the film in our current edition of The
Covenant Nations magazine for ease of
ordering.

The Prince of Wales

and his Destiny

Prince Charles reached the age of 60 on
November 14th, twelve years, which is the
number of government, after the Stone of
Destiny was returned to Scotland. He is
now the first Prince of Wales to reach the
age of 60 without becoming monarch. The
media is giving coverage to his 60th year
and is examining the hopes and fears of
the longest-serving heir fo the throne.
The Daily Telegraph, London, on November
10th, 2008, published a feature article on
Prince Charles by Andrew Pierce under the
fitle "Will he ever be king?” Pierce wrote:
“The Prince of Wales is a deeply spiritual
man who is often engrossed in books on
religion. He falls to his knees before bed
each night in silent prayer.” Many perhaps
may be surprised by these words — how
many of us would have thought of the

Prince praying like that every night? Much
of his private time is spent walking with
officials on the moors of his beloved Birkhall
in Scotland.

They say that during these treks he agonises
out loud about the future of the planet,
rainforests, the fate of small farmers, the
threat posed by genetically modified food,
the rise of the big corporations, the decline
of the Church of England, and continuing
deprivation in the inner cities. “He really
cares. He always has,” said one official.
"He does not just moan about it. He gets
on and tries to do something about it. He
wants to change things. He could have
been a different Prince of Wales but he has
chosen to wear his conscience on his sleeve
and take on causes, even though he knows
people sometimes mock him.”

On the death of the Queen Mother in 2002
at the age of 101, Prince Charles voiced
his anxiety that he might never be king.
That fear is highlighted even more now that
he has reached 60. While his close friends
and family have toasted his good health,
they too will wonder if he will ever fulfil his
destiny - but it may well be that he has
already achieved far more than he would
as king. Interestingly and perhaps
importantly, the Queen passed 666 months
from her Coronation on December 2nd,
2008, as the global financial crisis
deepened.

Are we approaching a very significant
moment in the reign of Elizabeth 11?7 Let us
pray with the Prince of Wales in 2009 for the
Queen that she, as the Lord’s Anointed,
might be given the strength to face the
great issues of state that lie before us.

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CONFERENCE IN GERMANY

18th-22nd October 2008

r Michael Clark, President, and Mr
M David Aimer, General Secretary,

were invited to speak for a second
fime at the conference ‘The House of Israel
and the House of Judah’ held in Germany
under the leadership of Heinz Mohrlok. This
group of Lutheran Christians gather annually
for fellowship and teaching to learn more
about the Israel message. Some people
attend for just a few sessions and others for
the whole period. There was a good
aftendance of about 80 in the course of
the conference.

Mrs Philippa Clark accompanied them and
they all enjoyed renewing their fellowship
with German friends from last year and also
with the small group of Dutch and English
who were there too. It was held in the same
comfortable hotel, Haus Sonnenblick, in the
small spa fown of Bad Teinach. Once again
the weather was fine and there was time
to enjoy along walk in the woodland above
the hotel and to admire the views.

Mr Clark’s opening remarks on the global
financial crisis were well received, as was
his address on The Continuing Kingdom of
God Upon Earth, which was franslated in

il
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advance for him by Hans-Udo Hoster who
read it out on the final evening. His address
from last year on “Ephraim and the Throne
of David’" was available in German and all
the copies were very quickly taken. The
magazine The Covenant Nations, BIWF
Newsletter, and The Covenant Publishing
Co catalogue were very popular too. Mr
Aimer gave a PowerPoint presentation of
‘St Martin’s Cross on lona’ with a live
franslation given by Wolfgang Ku. He
included some guidance as to how to
communicate the basics of the Israel
message by 4 short points. This was
received with enthusiasm and before the
end of the conference it had been
franslated into German for them to take
home.

There was a very interesting visit to the
small church in the fown where there is a
large and magnificent 17th century
painting ‘Die Lehrtafel der Prinzessin
Antonia” which means ‘The Teaching Aid
of Princess Antonia.” The painting as first
seen is in fact on two doors which open to
show the one beneath which has the
deeper, richer meaning. Much of the
symbolism and purpose of it could be

understood since it portrays the whole
biblical story but there was an English guide
fo read when necessary. It was fascinating
to see the depiction of the twelve tribes
on this inner panel and to note their
prominence.

Once again there was a real sense of
Christian faithfulness and a desire to pray,
to study and to deepen their knowledge
of the scriptures. An invitation was given
again for another visit next year and it is
hoped that we will be able to combine it
with some research into the migrations
across Europe.

THE BRITISH-ISRAEL-WORLD FEDERATION

ITS PLACE WITHIN THE CHRISTIAN
FELLOWSHIP

s an educational society, the
A Federation sefs forth the central

theme of the whole Bible. It proclaims
both the Gospel of individual salvation and
the Gospel of the Kingdom, as taught by
Our Lord Himself; and it demonstrates that
these two aspects of the Christian faith,
while remaining inferdependent and
inseparable, are nevertheless not identical
but complementary parts of what the
Apostle Paul described as the whole counsel
of God.

Lest there should be any misunderstanding,
let it be stated in the clearest possible terms
that the Federation proclaims the risen,
ascended, living Christ as the only Saviour
of all mankind, irrespective of nationality,
race, or colour. The individual Israelite, no
less than the individual Jew and Gentile,
must look to Him alone for forgiveness of sin,
and for the hope of everlasting life.

While the Federation never fails to present

the Lord Jesus as the Saviour of the world,
it also proclaims Him as the Redeemer of
“the lost sheep of the House of Israel” and,
in doing so, it bears witness to the fruth
that on the Cross of Calvary God’s Servant
Nation, which had been cast out of His
service for its infidelity, was recommissioned
to carry the whole Gospel - that is to say,
both the good news of individual salvation
and also the good news of His continuing
Kingdom - to all the families of the earth.

In other words, British-Israel feaching unifies
the teaching of the Scriptures; it enlarges
the field of Christian vision; and it reveals
God’s great plan of salvation, both on the
spiritual and also on the material plane.
Of crucial importance, the Historicist
Interpretation of prophecy, taught by all
the Reformers, is revealed in ifs great
profundity.

Because of its essential simplicity as an
exposition of Holy Writ, British-Israel feaching

provides a common meeting-ground for
all denominations of the Protestant Faith,
where the unhappy divisions of the Church
of Christ may be laid aside in the warmest
fellowship.

[t must not be supposed, however, that the
Federation has any desire to draw its
adherents away from the Churches of their
choice. On the confrary, it is the declared
ambition and purpose of this society to
send its members back to their own places
of worship with their faith renewed,
refreshed and strengthened by closer
acquaintance with the Word of God.

Thus it will be seen that the Federation is
both undenominational and
interdenominational, advocating the
specific doctrine of no particular sect, but
seeking, so far as it may, fo serve the whole
Church of Christ, by contending earnestly
for ‘the faith which was once delivered
unto the saints.”

Gladys Cook, was a delightful and
enthusiastic lady, interested in everything
right to the end of her nearly 94 years,
being born just before Christmas in 1914,
She passed away in hospital on October
25th, 2008. Gladys came from London
and was converted to Christ in the inter-
war years during the great revival
campaigns of Principal George Jeffreys.
She was baptized in water by him at the
Royal Albert Hall (as she often reminded
ush).

In her youth she became a skilled
needlewoman employed by Harrods in
their Court Dresser department, a skill
which she used all her life making clothes
for her family and herself. | first met her
as a feenager at the Bible Pattern Church
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in Birmingham and as a great enthusiast
she was always positive, spreading the
gospel to those with whom she came
into contact.

Although she came into British-Israel truth
during her early life as a Christian, Gladys
was not able to attend meetings and
conventions until recent decades, due
to family commitments.

Released from these she attended as
many events as possible always sitting
at the front. She will forever be
remembered for the supportive
comments, "Amens’ and humourous
repartee many of which are captured
on recordings of speakers’ lectures.

The celebration and thanksgiving service
for her life, held at her church on
November 9th, was very well attended
and a great fribute to her life as an
outgoing Christian. She never had a bad
word for people, even though they had
big disagreements with her over her
freely expressed opinions on BI. In fact,
her British-Israel belief was actually given
a mention in one fribute to her life by a
former pastor. Gladys was asked to leave
four Pentecostal churches in her latter
life because of what she believed, which
says so much more for her than those
churches. Long will be our warm
memories of dear Gladys.

Educated at a private school,
a Church of England school and a
commercial college, she worked in the
telephone department, first as an operator
then in the clerical section of Leeds Head
Post Office, until her marriage to Fred
Ogden Pedley in 1948.

Both Mary and Fred were keen supporters
of the British-Israel-World Federation and
both worked for it in the North-East Area of
England, Mary succeeding her husband as
Area Organiser on his death in 1976. She
also held office on the Federation’s Board
of Management before relinquishing this
role to take charge of the North-East Area
until just after her marriage, in 1989, to the
late Rev Victor Harper (former President of
the BIWF from 1983-87). Mary and Vic held
meetings in their home which originated as
a result of enquiries by a few church friends.
She always felt supported by the kindness

of Bl members and friends throughout
the years.

Mary also acted as Minute Clerk to
the Federation Board for a period
of 30 years, until her last illness cut
this short. Both her husbands
supported her in producing reports
of lectures, rallies and conferences,
and a privately-issued paper The
Covenanter which was started by a
former Federation President, Rev John
Shenton; also the Leeds Newsletter which
was sent out far and wide over a period of
50 years.

A lifelong member of the Church of
England, Mary was extremely happy in
Stokesley. The funeral service was held in
the parish church of St Peter and St Paul on
Wednesday, 16th April and was conducted
by the vicar, Rev Michael Dykes. It was well
attended by friends near and far, both
within and outside our Federation. Praise
and acknowledgement of our Lord’s work
in the life of our dear friend was rendered
by the vicar and in the hymns.
